During a recent professional learning (PL) session with Nick Salmon 
of Collaborative Learning Network, our teaching team was intro-
duced to a Quaker practice used within that faith community to 
help guide discussion in meetings. 
 
In simple terms, this Quaker practice involves all persons present in 
a given meeting pausing for a short period of time once another 
person has finished speaking prior to responding or making their 
own comments. 
 
While trialing this practice with our teaching team during the PL 
sessions with Nick, the process initially felt uncomfortable, but in 
quick time a genuine spirit of collegiality and calmness pervaded the 
meetings. What had changed? This simple practice of pausing cre-
ated a circumstance where we were actually listening to each other. 
In an increasingly busy world, where change occurs at a pace that 
few can keep up with, have we fallen into the trap of failing to 
pause for long enough to actually hear what others are saying or to 
recognise which factors are the key influencers of learning out-
comes in our classrooms? 
 
When asked what he would do if he had only 60 minutes to save the 
world, Albert Einstein stated that he would spend 55 minutes seek-
ing to understand the problem and 5 minutes working on the solu-
tion. 
 
While confident that we have the best of intentions when seeking to 
support students on their personal learning journeys, do we take 
sufficient time to understand what their personal and collective 
cohort evidence is actually telling us? Perhaps pausing long enough 
to hear, see and understand our students, peers and community 
members is actually far more important than seeking to be under-
stood ourselves. 
 
What would our classrooms look like if we had just one critical hour 
to change the learning destiny of students? Surely like Einstein we 
would seek to understand the challenge before attempting to pro-
vide a solution. To do otherwise would, in all likelihood, be a waste

Those critical hours exist in classrooms everyday. Have we paused 
for long enough and concentrated enough of our attention to 
actually understand the needs before us?
