I recently attended the NSW Education Symposium hosted by Mr. Adrian

Dr. Xiaoyan 
Liang, Senior Education Specialist from the World Bank, presented on the 
successes of international school systems. Charles Leadbeater, a well-
respected advisor to governments and businesses around the world, pre-
sented on innovation and creativity. 
  
The symposium was attended by representatives from key education stake-
holder groups, along with a select group of school leaders from across the 
Independent, Catholic and Government sectors. 
  
During the symposium I had the opportunity to attend a private dinner 
with Mr Piccoli and the various symposium presenters.  During this time, 
KAS was strongly affirmed for our commitment to learning improvement

KAS SCHOOL FEES 2017 
KAS remains committed to providing a first-class education for each 
of our students while charging the lowest sustainable level of school 
fees.   
  
The table below shows the KAS 2017 fees.  The bottom row shows 
the total yearly increase from 2016 to 2017 meaning, for example, 
that a family with a child in the primary school will pay an additional 
$25 in total for the year, representing a 1.5% increase from 2016 to 
2017. This principle is repeated for each of the year groupings 
shown over the page. 
 
This 1.5% increase in fees represents a great outcome for parents
