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SECONDARY SCHOOL ANNOUNCEMENTS   

CAMDEN HAVEN CAREERS EXPO 
On Thursday 28 July, students from Years 11 and 12 attended a 
Careers Expo on the grounds of Camden Haven High School. Repre-
sentatives from over 60 education providers were available to talk 
to students and showcase the opportunities they offer to students 
post school. Our students were keen to explore their options and 
had access to information from a range of universities and colleges, 
TAFE, apprenticeship and traineeship services and the armed 
forces. With the trial HSC exams scheduled in early August and Year 
11 transitioning to Year 12 at the beginning of Term Four, students 
appreciated the opportunity to either cement their plans or con-
sider their options for the future. These are exciting times for the 
senior students at KAS.  
 

CHANGES TO HSC 
Last week it was announced by the media that there would be 
changes to the HSC beginning with students who will complete 
Year 12 in 2020. One of the major changes that was announced 
was the requirement for all students to meet a minimum literacy 
and numeracy level. Students will be able to demonstrate that they 
meet the standard by achieving either: 

a band 8 in each of their Year 9 NAPLAN reading, writing and 
numeracy tests OR 

A pass in the online literacy and numeracy test in Years 10, 11, 
or 12 

If a student does not meet this minimum level of Literacy in Year 9, 
this will act as an early warning system to identify students who are 
at risk of not meeting the standard. This will provide students, staff 
and parents the opportunity to work together before they take the 
online literacy and numeracy test in Years 10-12. 
 
In the event that a student does not meet the minimum require-
ments before they complete Year 12, they will have up to five years 
after they complete Year 12 to meet these requirements so they 
can receive their HSC. Some exemptions will be made for some 
students such as those with disabilities undertaking Life Skills 
courses and students from non- English speaking backgrounds. 
 
As a school in NSW, we will continue to use data we collect on stu-
dents to identify those students who are at risk of not meeting 
these standards and work closely with students and their families 
to improve skills.
